BASIC CLOUD TYPES
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Cumulus — heaped or piled clouds

Stratus — formed in layers

Cirrus — ringlets; fibrous clouds; also high-level clouds above 20,000 feet

Nimbus — rain bearing clouds

Alto — meaning high; also middle-level clouds existing at 5,000 to 20,000 feet
